Five Hurdles Path of
India’s Economic Recovery

A.Jaculin

While some green shoots of recovery

emerged in July 2021, economists now say that

they could be temporary in nature and the chal-

lenging Covid-19 scenario could prolong the eco-

nomic crisis in India.

The Indian economy is going through a

turbulent period with key indicators hinting at a

prolonged slowdown. The Corono virus

pandamic has weekened all sectors of the Indian

economy since April and a recovery seems un-

likely this year.

From contraction in growth to rising in-

flation and unemployment, challenges are

aplenty. The sharply surging corona virus cases

make the case for recovery worse.

India’s GDP growth is expected to re-
main in negative zone for the entire year and pro-

jections for june 2021 quarter signal how ad-

versely Covid-19 has disrupted the livelihood,

particularly of the poor.

A recent SBI Ecowrap reports said the

national GDP may contract by 16.5 percent in

the first quarter of the current fiscal. The report

also mentioned that India’s economic recovery
could take much longer than expected.

The annual GDP is forecast to sink over

5.1 percent. This will mark the weakest GDP

growth rare in over four decades.

While some green shoots emerged in

July, economics now say that they could be tem-

porary in nature and the challengin Covid-19 sce-

nario could prolong the economic crisis in India.

Five major challenges that Indian
economy faces:
1. Weak demand

Stagnated demand seems to be the big-

gest challenge for the economy at the moment,

Demand for key goods and commodities like fuel,

food, consumer goods and electricity has fallen

over the last few months.

While India’s demand woes began in
2019, the corona virus pandamic only worsened

the scenario. India’s demand is declining due to
drop in household incomes int the wake of major

job losses in the wake of raging pandamic that

has closures of factories and business.

2. Ballooning Unemployment

The latest unemployment figures, re-

leased by the Centre of Monitoring Indian

Economy (CMIE), are another evidence of

ecomic weakness. The CMIE data show that

nearly five million or 50 lakh salaried jobs were
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lost in July, taking the total number of Layoffs in

the formal sector to over 1.8 crore.

While some business in the informal sec-

tor have respened post-lockdown relaxations, they

are struggling to survive due to lack of demand,

and constrained by the lack of available work

force.

Experts say most informal business de-

pend  on the cash flowing from the formal

economy i.e. salaried jobs. The economic situa-

tion worsen further if more salaried jobs are lost.

3. Lack of fiscal stimulus

Many noted economics ha ve made it

clear that India need another round of fiscal stimu-

lus to support growth. While the government, at

the start of the pandamic announced as a fiscal

stimuls package of nearly Rs.21 lakh crore, most

of it was focused on bank credit for business.

Experts said the government’s inability
to provide direct fiscal stimulus, like many other

countries, is due to India’s stretched fiscal defi-
cit. The fiscal has already hit a record $88.5 bil-

lion over April to June, which is over 83 percent

of the target for the current financial year.

Lower tak collections and front-loaded

spending are some of the fiscal deficit together.

Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman has, how-

ever, promised  to take some steps for business

that have been hurt  most travel, tourism, hospi-

tality - once they are allowed to completely re-

open.

4. Rising Inflation

Rising inflation has complicated the eco-

nomic situation further. In July, retail inflation

rose to 6.93 percent, way above the RBI’s me-
dium-term target of 4 percent.

Economics say it is an unusual situation

where prices of food items like vegetables, pulses,

meat and fish are on the rise despite weak de-

mand.

The july inflation at 6.93 percent is wor-

risome when compared to the 3.15 percent on

the consumer price index (CPI) in July 2019. This

reduces the possibility of a rate cut by the RBI in

near future. It also means that demand for loans

could remain lower due to elevated interest rates.

Low demand for loans means lesser new busi-

ness activities, and fewer new employment op-

portunities.

5. Rising corona virus cases

There is an emerging view that it will

not be possible for India to tackle the economic

crisis unless it manages to bring the alarming

Covid-19 situation under control in the country.

India went for a strict lockdown on March 25

and decided to gradually reopen.

However, by the end of June, many states

again announced similar lockdowns in the high-

risk zones due to a surge in the number of corona

virus cases. This came as a huge blow to busi-

nesses which had to shut down again.

In the present scenario, key sectors like

hospitality and tourism continue to remain out

of action. A holistic economic recovery will only

be possible when India manages to bring down

the number of corona virus infections and deaths.
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India’s heigher education system is
the third largest in the world, next to the

United states and China. The main govern-
ing body at the tertiary level is the Univer-

sity Grants Commission, which enforces its

standards, advises the government, and

helps co-rodinate between the centre and

the state. Accreditation for heighr learning

is overseen by 15 autonomous institutions
established by the University Grants Com-

mission (UGC)

As per the latest 2011 Census, about

8.15% (68 Million) of Indians are gradutes,

with Union Territories of Chandigarh and

Delhi topping the list with 24.65% and

22.56% of their population being graduates
respectively. Indian heighr education sys-

tem has expanded in a decade from 2001-

01 to 2010-11. As of 2020, India has over

1000 universities, with a break up of 54

central universities, 416 state universities,

125 deemed universties, 361 private
univerties, 7 institue under State Legisla-

ture Act, and 159 Institutes of National

Importance which include IIMs, AIIMS,

IITs, IIITs, IISERs and NITs among oth-

ers. Other institutions include 52,627

colleges as government degree colleges,
private colleges, standalone institutes

and post-graduate research institutions,

functioning under these universities as

reported by the MHRD in 2020. Collages

may be Autonomous, i.e. empowered to

examine their own degrees, up to Ph.D.
level in some cases, or non-autonomous,

in which case their examintions are un-

der the supervision of the university to

which they are affiliated; in either case,

however, degrees are awarded in the

name of the university rather than the

college.

The emphasis in the tertiary level

of education lies on science and technol-

ogy. Indian educational instituions by

2004 consisted of many technology in-

stitutes. Distance learning and open edu-

cation is also a feature of the Indian
higher education system, and is looked

after by the Distance Education Counsil.

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(IGNOU) is the largest university in the

world by number of students, having ap-

proximately 3.5 million students across the

globe.

Some instituions of India, such as the

India Institutes of Technology (IITs), Birla

Institute of Technology and Science (BITS),
National Institutes of Technology (NITs),

Indian Institutes of Management (IIMs),

University of Delhi, University of Calcutta,

University of Madras, Jawaharlal Nehru

University have been globally acclaimed for

their standard of education. However, In-
dian universities still bag behind universi-

ties such as Harvard, Cambridge and Ox-

ford.

Indian higher education is radical in

terms accessiblity, and needs radical reforms

in standards, giving value and pacing. A fo-

cus on enforcing both streamlining and
holding higher standards of curriculum with

the help of international academic publish-

ers for transperency, making the vocational

and doctoral education pipeline value-ori-

ented and innovative, personalization of the

sector for students to gain immediate and
valid transferable credentials in their own

pace (e.g. Massive open online course, digi-

tal learning, etc.), empowering students to

enter the work-force through exit and re-

entry options with necessary building blocks

of knowledge that leads to a skill/set of skills

from a single or multiple academic fields

(with required chains of knowledge), insti-

tuting stronger institutional responsibility

in fields (with required chains of knowl-
edge), instituting stronger instituitonal re-

sponsibility in services for  reprioritizing

service delivery and working around the

complexities, working with international

standardization agencies to ensure students

and getting value out of the programs, etc
are the basic changes needed for gaining

international and national competency.

The rise of international centers and

conglomerates of educational leadership’s
has given this forefront institutions and pub-

lishers a constitutive role for ascribling
what is considered as legitimate knowledge

from a foucauldian ‘regime of truth’ per-
spective, and hence to maintain interna-

tional competency, ties with international

sources of legitimacy is required. The rise

of interest in IT sector and engineering edu-

cation in India has boxed students with
crammed knowledge that gives them lesser

chance to explore and develop their pas-

sions with modern elements of education

such as co-operative education, work-based

training, etc. Elective pathways to liberal

arts education are also needed for broaden-
ing student passions, choises, and concerted

/ natural personal growth.
